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Best Sunset Spots

Many say Erie has some of the 
most spectacular sunsets in the 
world. With the stunning back-

drop of Lake Erie and miles of shoreline, 
Erie sunsets set the perfect scene for 
romantic proposals, friendly gatherings, 
or a place for quiet reflection after a long 
day.

Bayview Park
Set in the popular West Bayfront neigh-
borhood, Bayview Park offers a sunset 
view from a higher perspective. Sitting 
on the bluff overlooking Presque Isle Bay, 
the park features a 10-foot-wide, 5-foot-
high, 500-pound steel “Erie” sign. This 
spot is perfect for photo ops and a walk 
along the trails or relaxing on the giant 
swings. The park also has a splash pad, 
playground, picnic pavilions, a baseball 
field, and basketball courts.

Presque Isle State Park
Framed by beautiful sandy beaches and 
Lake Erie, Presque Isle is a peaceful place 
to watch the sun go down. Although 
pretty much anywhere along the beach 
is a good spot, the appropriately named 
Sunset Point beach is the most photo-
genic. Sunset Point is located between 
Beaches 9 and 10. Other great points 
of view can be found on the Lighthouse 
Beach, Waterworks (Beach 7), or Pettina-
to (Beach 8) areas.

You have caught us, here in Erie, in 
the midst of a renaissance. Our 
downtown and neighboring areas 

are going through a significant amount 
of renovation, restoration, rebuilding, 
and rebranding. While there are many 
parties at play, one major contributor to 
our refreshed look is the Historic Erie 
Preservation Trust (HEPT), helmed by our 
city’s benefactor Thomas B. Hagen, as he 
has taken on a staggering number of his-
toric properties in the Lower State Street 
and West Sixth Street corridors (gener-
ally referred to as Millionaires’ Row) and 
given them a full top-to-bottom resto-
ration. Many of these buildings sat in peril 
from years of deferred maintenance or 
otherwise faced demolition due to their 
desirable locations, but can now stand as 
a shining reminder of our city’s history.

So take a walk with us and get a 
glimpse at the grand homes of Erie’s past 
and note their remarkable restorations 
which will aid in their continuing contri-
bution to Erie’s future. 	

1. The Troy Sterrett Building 
414-416 State St. Built in 1820
This was once the home of Erie’s first 
newspaper man, Joseph Sterrett. Built in 
the Federal style, the oldest building on 
State Street has been recently restored 
by the HEPT.

2. The Cashier’s House
417 State St. Built in 1839
Built in the Greek Revival style, this build-
ing was constructed to be the headquar-
ters of a new bank in Erie and the home 
of its CEO or “Cashier” William Benson 
and family. It has been recently restored 
by the Erie Downtown Development 
Corporation and currently houses an up-
scale steakhouse, Bricks at the Cashier’s 
House.

3. Old Public Library
27 S. Park Row. Built in 1899
This building, constructed in the Italian 
Renaissance style, served as the Erie 
County Public Library from 1899 until 
1996 and is currently part of the Federal 
Courthouse complex.

4. Charles M. Reed Mansion
524 Peach St. Built in 1848
Grandson of one of Erie’s founders, 
Charles M. Reed was one of Erie’s 
wealthiest citizens and was a brigadier 
general in the Pennsylvania militia. In 
1905, after the death of Charles's wife, 
the home became the Erie Club, which it 
remains to this day.
 
5. John Hill House 
230 W. 6th St. Built in 1836
Unique in style and preservation, this 
home was built in a transitional style 

between Greek Revival and Italian Villa. 
Originally owned by P.S.V. Hamot (of hos-
pital repute), John Hill was a renowned 
architect and contractor in Erie.

6. Downing Galbraith House
259 W. 6th St. Built in 1892
Richardsonian Romanesque in style, 
this immense structure was built at the 
request of J.F. Downing, a prominent 
business and civic leader, as a wedding 
gift for his daughter Winifred. This is 
now home to the Women’s Club of Erie.

7. Alexander Jarecki House
305 W. 6th St. Built in 1913
Architecturally unique and taking influ-
ence from a number of styles, this period 
revival home was once the dwelling of 
Alexander Jarecki, whose family were 
prominent manufacturers in Erie. This 
home was recently restored by the HEPT.

8. Selden House
318 W. 6th St. Built in 1892
This home was constructed in the Victo-
rian Eclectic style for the Selden sisters. 
The Selden family were prominent man-
ufacturers who started (among others) 
Selden and Griswold Manufacturing 
(later known as Griswold Manufacturing), 
which made the famous cast iron cook-
ware. This home was recently restored 
by the HEPT.

Watson-Curtze Mansion
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9. Canalside Rowhouses
328-330 W. 6th St. Built in 1875
Built in the Second Empire Style (note the 
signature Mansard roof), these homes were 
built in the space where the Erie Canal 
would have flowed only a few years earlier. 
The canal was closed over in 1871. These 
homes were recently restored by the HEPT. 

10. Wood Morrison House
338 W. 6th St. Built in 1849
This Italianate style house was once home 
to two pivotal people in Erie’s history: Dr. 
William Wood, who was the first Surgeon 
General of the United States, and William 
Morrison, who was the last captain of the 
U.S.S. Michigan/Wolverine. This home was 
recently restored by the HEPT and is part 
of the Hagen History Center’s campus. 
One can tour inside with the purchase of 
museum admission.

11. Watson Curtze Mansion
356 W. 6th St. Built in 1891
Two families (the Watsons and the Curtz-
es) lived in this mansion from 1891 to 1941, 
after which the building was donated to 
the people of Erie as a museum. The home 
was built by local manufacturer Harrison 
Watson (roofing and industrial supply). 
This building is now the home to the Hagen 
History Center and is open for tours.

12. Albert Scheidenhelm House
456 W. 6th St. Built in 1925
This Craftsman style house was designed 
by the same architects who designed 

the Old Public Library building (Alden & 
Harlow). Albert Scheidenhelm worked 
for the William Scott Coal Company and 
lived in the home until his death in 1960. 
This home was recently restored by the 
HEPT.

13. Julius Siegal House
459 W. 6th St. Built in 1906
This well preserved house was built in 
the Beaux Arts Classicism style by Julius 
Siegal, who was a partner with Erie Oil 
Works. This building (as well as what was 
known as a “barn” in the rear) is now 
home to the Erie Community Foundation.

14. Addison Leech House
462 W. 6th St. Built in 1872
Another great example of the Second Em-
pire style of architecture, the namesake 
of the Addison Leech house was a real 
Renaissance man. Dabbling in farming, 
real estate, milling, civic duties, man-
agement, the Civil War major ultimately 
landed in the grain elevator business. This 
home was recently restored by the HEPT.

15. William Spencer House
519 W. 6th St. Built in 1876
This home was built by prominent Erie 
banker Judah Colt Spencer for his son 
William in 1876. It is a great example of 
Stick Style architecture, and has been 
well preserved. Note the roof cresting, 
decorative exterior woodwork, and brick-
work. This building is currently a bed and 
breakfast.

16. Jarecki Collins House
620 W. 6th St. Built in 1923
Right across the street from Erie’s first 
planned subdivision in Garden Court, this 
home was built as a wedding present for 
Alexander Jareki’s daughter and is a great 
example of Tudor Revival architecture. This 
home is currently a private residence and 
was recently restored by the HEPT.

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Planning Your Presque Isle Getaway 2023

There’s a reason Pr-
esque Isle State Park 
is the most visited park 

in Pennsylvania. It offers a 
complete range of attractions: 
beaches, forested trails, diverse 
recreational opportunities, 
and stunning natural beauty. 
Millions visit the park each year, 
but even on the most crowded 
beach weekend, quiet corners 
can be found and explored.

This recurved sandspit has 
six discrete ecological zones — 
the shoreline, sand plains and 
new ponds, dunes and ridges, 
old ponds and marshes, thick-
ets and sub-climax forests, and 
climax forests. Because of the 
diverse habitats, Presque Isle 
is home to more than 100 rare 

species of plants and animals, 
more than any other area of 
comparable size in Pennsylva-
nia.

Birding enthusiasts come 
from all over the world to this 
Important Bird Area (IBA) as 
designated by the Audubon 
Society. More than 340 species 
of birds have been recorded at 
the park, including state and 
federally endangered birds like 
the piping plover, which have 
again started nesting at Gull 
Point.

Rightly known as a beach 
destination, Presque Isle’s 
lakeside boasts seven miles of 
sandy shoreline. Visit Beach 6 
for a game of beach volleyball, 
pack a picnic for Beach 7, or 

stop by the western end of 
Beach 10 (aka Sunset Point) 
to see kites swirl in the sky. 
Swimming is permitted only 
at the eight guarded beaches 
from Memorial Day to Labor 
Day. But come back in winter 
to see the impressive ice dunes 
that protect the shoreline from 
winter storms.

The waters of Presque Isle 
Bay and the lake offer abundant 
opportunities to play. Regis-
tered motorboats and jet skis 
are both permitted, although 
no internal combustion engines 
are allowed in the interior 
lagoons. However, you’re wel-
come to rent a canoe or kayak 
from the Presque Isle Canoe 
and Boat Livery or enjoy any 

of several daily free pontoon 
boat tours. Depending on wind 
conditions, the waters may be 
ideal for sailboarding, skim-
boarding, paddleboarding, and 
even surfing.

As the “Fishing Capital of 
Pennsylvania,” Lake Erie and 
Presque Isle Bay offer numer-
ous opportunities to wet a lure. 
Bank fishing is available in many 
parts of the park and four boat 
launches serve various sizes of 
watercraft. Fuel, bait, and food 
are available at the Marina. An-
glers can also try their luck on 
the frozen bay in winter, too.

The 13.5-mile Karl Boyes 
Multi-purpose National Rec-
reation Trail winds all the way 
around the park and is utilized 
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by walkers, joggers, cyclists, 
surreys, and inline skaters. Bike 
and surrey rentals are available 
at the concession in the Water-
works area.

In the interior are 11 miles of 
hiking trails. Watch beavers 
tend their lodges, or find deer, 
mink, and about eight species 
of turtles. Be prepared for ticks 
by wearing long pants with 
your socks tucked and keep the 
bug repellant handy. For adven-
turous souls, a walk out to the 
natural area of Gull Point is a 
must. Views from the obser-
vation platform include newly 
forming sand plains and the 

eastern end of Erie’s cityscape 
and bay. In winter, these trails 
become cross-country skiing or 
snowshoeing pathways or just 
a tranquil walkway through a 
sleeping forest.

History buffs can learn more 
about Erie’s part in the war of 
1812 at the Perry Monument, 
where Commodore Oliver 
Hazard Perry’s fleet overwin-
tered in 1812-1814. Be sure 
to discover why the adjacent 
water to Misery Bay is called 
Graveyard Pond. Near the 
monument you can also catch 
a ride on the 65-foot Great 
Lakes vessel Lady Kate, which 

offers a 14-mile, 90-minute 
narrated tour that ventures 
out onto the open waters of 
Lake Erie.

The Presque Isle Light-
house, which went into service 
in 1873, offers tours that 
explain the long history of the 
house and keepers (May-Sep-
tember), as well as a gift shop. 
A smaller beacon, the Erie 
Land Lighthouse, exists on 
the north channel.

Presque Isle recently cele-
brated its 100th Anniversary, 
having been set aside as a 
state park in 1921. Come see 
this enduring treasure.

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Local Birding Hotspots

If you enjoy bird watching, 
whether casually noticing the 
birds around you or intensely 

seeking them out with gear, 
maps, and guides in tow, Erie 
might just be your bird watch-
ing heaven. With our unique 
positioning on the lake, Erie is 
a great stopping place for mi-
grating birds of all sorts as well 
as those native species that call 
Erie home year round. For more 
information on bird watching in 
Erie, please visit the Erie Bird 
Observatory at eriebirdobserva-
tory.org.

Presque Isle State Park
The crown jewel of birding in 
Erie is Presque Isle State Park, 
a 3,200-acre recurved sandspit 
jutting out into Lake Erie, and 
forming Erie Bay on which the 
city of Erie sits. With seven 
types of habitats, the park wel-
comes a wide variety of avian 
life at all times of the year.

Within Presque Isle, great 
spots for bird watching 
include:
Fry’s Landing, Pine Tree trail 
and Dead Pond trail (especial-
ly the area around Thompson 
Circle). Graveyard Pond and 
Long Pond trails have access to 
the lagoon system for waders in 
the spring, summer, and fall and 
waterfowl in fall, winter, and 
spring. Gull Point, a designated 
natural area, is partially closed 
April 1 through Oct. 31 but there 
is a roped trail leading to an 
observation deck for spotting 
migrating and nesting shore-
birds. In winter, snowy owls 
may also be found at Gull Point 
and sometimes on the beaches 
and breakwaters of the park.

Erie Bluffs State Park
A good variety of wood war-

blers, thrushes, and other 
forest birds use this park for 
resting and feeding during 
spring and fall migrations just 
as they use Presque Isle. The 
former agricultural field in the 
park — currently being restored 
into black oak woodland/sa-
vannah and Great Lakes region 
sand barren ecosystems—hosts 
grassland birds like vesper, 
Savannah sparrow, and bobo-
link in the nesting season, and 
winter species such as horned 
larks, snow buntings, and Lap-
land longspurs. A highlight is 
large colonies of bank swallows 
along the steep lake banks.

Edinboro Lake
In southern Erie County is 
Edinboro Lake, a 245-acre lake 
which has two established 
beach areas with public access 
to the lake. As of this writing, 
there have been 244 different 
species of birds observed at 
the lake including wading and 

waterbirds like spotted sand-
pipers, grebes, mergansers, 
and cormorants, songbirds like 
bobolinks, orioles, and larks, 
as well as predators like owls, 
kestrels, and hawks. Come for 
the beach, stay for the birds.

Pymatuning State Park
About an hour’s drive south-
west, and you’ll find this vast 
human-made waterway known 
for having the largest con-
centration of bald eagles in 
Pennsylvania. Besides these 
majestic birds, one can find 
plentiful waterfowl and gulls 
fall through spring (depending 
on the ice cover). Nearby, at 
what birders call Miller’s Pond, 
a nice variety of shorebirds 
can be found in spring and fall 
migration. Game lands nearby 
provide habitat for sandhill 
cranes and other grass-
land-loving birds.
